REFLECTION: THE BREAD THAT LEADS TO

STRENGTH

My dear family of God, the prophet Elijah for once degrades
himself and thinks of himself as no better off than his
fathers, because of the situation he finds himself in, hence
praying for God to end his life. This becomes, my dearly
beloved, the exact feeling for some of us, when we find life
challenging, burdensome and meaningless. When our
strength is dried up we throw in the towel and begin to
murmur like the crowds in today’s gospel reading. But this
unfortunate expression from us is a negative attitude of
which St. Paul tells us saddens the Holy Spirit living in us.
We turn to forget for a moment, just like Elijah about our
true worth, that we are by no means ordinary people. We
are the cherish Sons and Daughters of God whom Jesus
purchased with his blood and that is what we are.

As his sons and daughters, our sole aim and purpose is like
that of Elijah to meet our God and that in the reason for our
existence. This purpose impresses upon us to make a
journey, and in as much as the journey is tedious, ragged
and challenging we must not give up. Jesus teaches the
crowds (who taught they knew Jesus and what he can do),
that he is the bread of life, that which came from heaven
and anyone who eats of it will have life forever. This is the
unique food we need to eat, to live on through this journey
in order to arrive at our purpose, of meeting God. Just as the
angel gave Elijah a cake and a jar of water to sustain and
strengthen him for his journey to meet the Lord on Mount
Horeb, so we too who have been saved by Christ need to
avail ourselves and eat this bread of life, Jesus which will
aid us to meet our God in Heaven.

Jesus invites us to encounter him in the living bread who
brings us to everlasting life. Whenever we taste the Lord,
we shall see his goodness and he will strengthen us in our
earthly pilgrimage to do away with all bitterness, wrath,
malice and what have you so that we can genuinely walk in
his love to meet the father. Amen
